Originally I thought | saw a three in
the re escape but after a minute
or so it became apparent that it

was a perfect seven.




| ve never really noticed this
building before in Providence. It
stands diagonal to the skating
rink in the downtown area near
the Biltmore Hotel.

There hasn t been many times
that | ve seen a giant wooden
door that is gated off at the
entrance. This gate just happens
to be in a half-moon that runs up
pillars on each side that end in

a serif.

Two was my favorite of all the
letter form comparisons. The
two was discovered on the Provi-
dence mint building. The build-
ing is one of the most elegant in
Providence. It make you wonder
who spent the time to detail

all the rock on the building. |
guess when there wasnt TV and
video games people spent their
time carving stone.






O was another easy nd so why
not nditin style. Outside of my
favorite bar, The Wild Colonial,
is an interesting artwork made of
metal. | park next to this gigan-
tic O every time | visit the bar.

This artwork is also pretty fa-
mous with couples in Providence
because it is placed along the
water re trail. | do not think this

is the most romantic giant O, but

it works well in my composition.
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Since the basic capitol A triangle
letter form was so common in
architecture, nding an interest-
ing lowercase a was dif cult.

After taking a picture of a road-
side barrier that t the capitol
A perfectly | noticed this statue
about one hundred feet away.
The statue sits with three other
statues that all differ slightly.

This statue was of a woman lay-
ing at the leg of another woman
holding the scales of justice.
This particular woman was hold-
ing a cross that ows into her

dress ripple which continues into

some sort of bowl.

This jumble of objects resembles
a lowercase a which | gured
| would never nd.




Outside of the arcade, the famous
eatery for all those hard working
suits in Providence, is a pa-
thetically short railing. This railing
must have been part of building
standards because is covers two
long steps that drop no more than
four inches.

Here s to safety standards forcing
the construction of short railings
that resemble typefaces.



One can nd a four in a lot of ar-
chitecture, so I d gure | put some
meaning behind my discovery.

Within the architecture of my sec-
ond favorite bar in Providence lies
a four. The bar Ri-Ra is a nice little
not so quiet bar that quite often
but not always has some musician
